one of twenty-five (25) scholarships up to $2,000 each.

Selection Process

i. Applicant has a bachelor degree from University of
Phoenix
ii. Applicant had a minimum GPA of 3.25
iii. Official transcripts must be received, and the applicant
must be officially evaluated and fully admitted into the
University of Phoenix by the last date of their first
registered course.
Applicant must post attendance to their first master’s degree course within the
Initial Attendance Window.

a. Applicant fails to meet the eligibility requirements

b. Recipient is Academically Disqualified, Disqualified for
Admission, Scholastically Disqualified, Scholastically Suspended
or Expelled as outlined in the University Catalog.

c. Recipient is out of attendance on an unapproved leave of
absence for more than 35 days.

d. Recipient completes their master’s degree program.

e. Receives the maximum scholarship award

f. 730 days from a recipient's first course.

If recipient has applied for or is receiving Title IV financial aid funding,
this scholarship may reduce the recipient’s eligibility for Title IV financial
aid funding to comply with Title IV regulations. In addition, the recipient
must maintain continuous attendance as defined by the University of
Phoenix and/or must qualify for a leave of absence to maintain his/her
financial aid status. Recipient is required to abide by all state and federal
financial aid policies and procedures and all University of Phoenix
financial policies and procedures as set forth in the University of Phoenix
Academic Catalog, including remaining in good financial standing with
University of Phoenix.
