Summary All new students who i) apply for and enroll in a University of Phoenix doctoral 
degree program; (ii) have three year’s work experience and (iii) apply for this 
Phoenix Doctoral Scholarship – August 2024 (“Scholarship”) prior to the deadline 
and register and post attendance in their first class between August 1st, 2024, 
and August 31st, 2024 (“Initial Attendance Window”) will receive a scholarship 
worth up to a maximum of $3,000 each, distributed over eight courses.

h. Applicants receiving any employer benefits or discounts

l. Students who enroll and start their first course outside the 

scholarship window. 
m. Applicants who have received another University of Phoenix 

scholarship award in the past two years

a. Applicant fails to meet the eligibility requirements 
b. Recipient is Academically Disqualified, Disqualified for 
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8. Recipient who falls out of attendance for more than thirty-five (35) days 
from the last date of academic activity will forfeit his/her scholarship.
